- clarify, which (additional) resources need to be identified/mobilized to implement recommendations/actions

- matrix that maps recommendations with actions

Draft actions:

· focus on building infrastructure that allows combination of top-down and bottom-up information. Examples are onegeology, coastal zone information system, geohazards information system, …

· Decision makers need information, not data;

· improve the science-policy interface;

· add a pull component for decision makers.
